Tilde	Character:		Use	the	tilde	character,	~	,	on	your	keyboard	in	place	of	the	space	between	words	when	
you	want	two	or	more	words	to	stay	together.		For	example,	I~Love~Dogs	would	allow	all	three	words	to	
appear	as	a	phrase	in	Wordle	instead	of	having	them	split	up	into	three	different	places.
